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Communication 1 aims to improve students’ English communication skills. The course is centered
around the first half of a listening and speaking textbook targeting the A2 level of the Common
European Framework of Reference (CEFR). Students' language development will be underpinned by
global skills that are featured in the textbook and include collaboration, critical thinking, intercultural
competence, self-regulation, and digital literacies. Students will be encouraged to develop these
skills as they engage in various tasks and discussions about the academic topics introduced in the
textbook. Furthermore, they will be expected to regulate their learning through goal setting and
reflection. They will also apply some of the skills that are covered in the textbook while participating
in an intercultural online exchange.
